
Creston Valley & Eastshore Art Walk / Drive 
 

The Creston Valley has a vast “Arts Community” , 
including visual, performing, literary, media, culture 
and heritage. Artlink  is proud to sponsor another 
fabulous all-in-one “Art Tour” .  We invite you to 
experience The Creston Valley and Eastshore 
Art Walk/Drive  which encompasses the area from 
Riondel , (north of Crawford Bay and the Ferry 
Terminal) south along Kootenay Lake’s East 
Shore  along Hwy 3A to Creston , east on Hwy 3 to 

Yahk.  Between here and there are 17 artists’ galleries  and 19 businesses that display 
local works of art .  This is the “Valley of the Artist Owned Gallery” . Take the time to 
get to know them and visit our friendly, creative community…you will love it!  
 
If you have travelled on the Kootenay Lake Ferry to the Kootenay Bay Landing on the 
east shore of Kootenay Lake, turn left towards Riondel until you reach 319 Fowler St. 
where at Bob’s Bar & Grill , you can view a variety of art mediums by the Riondel Art 
Club.  On display from 11:00am–11:00pm, 319 Fowler St, Riondel, 250-225-3511. 
 
Travel south on Riondel Road to the Junction 3A, west to Pilot Bay Resort , where you 
can view the incredible Dena Kubota  display (high realism pencil portraits, Asian 
influenced quilted wall hangings) at 16961 Pilot Bay Rd, Kootenay Bay 8:00am–9:00pm 
daily, 250-227-9441. 
 
Travelling south to Crawford Bay, five minutes from the Kootenay Lake Ferry on Hwy 
3A we welcome you to the Artisans of Crawford Bay .  Your first stop will be North 
Woven Broom  where you will see hundreds of brooms hanging from the rafters where 
Janet & Rob Schwieger  handcraft brooms of wood and broomcorn with antique broom 
making equipment.  They make floor brooms, whisks, fireplace brooms, cobwebbers, 
golf shoe brushes and more, in a variety of styles and prices located at 16120 Hwy 3A, 
Crawford Bay, 9:00am-5:00pm, 250-227-9245. 
 
Across the road is Barefoot Handweaving  Studio & Gallery .  Hear the thump of 
traditional wooden handlooms, watch their bare feet and hands creating original 
patterns. Touch the textures of one-of-a-kind natural fabrics designed with 
contemporary colours by Janet Wallace.  Ted Wallace  displays his contemporary 
acrylic paintings at 16101 Hwy 3A, Crawford Bay, 9:00am–5:00pm daily, 250-227-9655. 
 
Next door is Kootenay Forge & Furnace Gallery .  Enjoy watching the artists forge red-
hot iron, and learn a little about the ancient art of blacksmithing.  Using a mix of old and 
modern tools, they produce a distinctive line of home accessories and gifts, which 
include fireplace tools, kitchen and bath accessories, mirrors, electric lighting, 
candleholders and more at 16095 Hwy 3A, Crawford Bay, 9:00am-5:00pm, 250-227-
9467. 
 



Stop for a cool one at Newkey’s Place , where Harry Miller’s amazing wood spirit 
carvings  are on display daily from 10:00am-1:00am at 16070 Hwy 3A, Crawford Bay, 
250-227-6911. 
 
At the Nelson & District Credit Union , 16030 Hwy 3A, Crawford Bay, you can view 
Dena Kubota  (Asian influenced quilted wall hangings)  and Jenna Schell  (acrylic 
on canvas, watercolours) . Open Tues-Fri 9:30am-4:30pm, Sat. 9:00am-12:30pm, 
250-227-9221.  
 
Take a side trip on Crawford Creek Rd. to the Wedgewood Manor Country Inn , where 
Ted Diakow’s  beautiful acrylics are on display at 16002 Crawford Creek Rd., Crawford 
Bay, 10:00am-5:00pm daily, 250-227-9233.  
 
Travelling south on Hwy 3A your next stop is the Sacred Journey World Import & Art 
Gallery , where you can view local artists work  ranging from photography to pottery  
and canvas art  at 14435 Hwy 3A, Gray Creek, open daily June thru Sept 10:30am–
5:00pm, 250-227-6865.  
 
Further south at Boswell on Hwy 3A is the Flickering Goddess Soap & Candles 
Shop , where Lorrie Rhead  makes soaps, candles and fairy maker, 11502 Hall Rd., 
Boswell, July & Aug. Wed-Sun 11:00am-5:00pm,  
 
Drive south on Hwy 3A past Kuskanook, past Sirdar until you reach Cory Rd, turn right 
to the Sweet Pea Studio , where Linda Calahan  and Gary Pharness  display their 
watercolour and oil paintings .  Please call ahead to make sure they are open, 5371 
Cory Rd., Wynndel, 250-866-5542.  
 
When you come back to Hwy 3A, turn left onto Lower Wynndel Road and travel through 
Wynndel until you reach Indian Road, turn right to the Hirota Studio Gallery  where you 
can view Eileen’s  amazing watercolours, mixed media, acrylics, collages, phot o 
cards and prints  and Jackson’s  beautiful pottery  at 710 Indian Rd, Creston, Thurs-
Mon 10:30am-4:30pm, 250-402-6717. 
 

From Lower Wynndel Road, travel to the underpass where 
you can continue on Hwy 3 through Creston.  At 1511 NW 
Blvd. is Kootenay Candles  where you can tour their candle 
making premises and view an amazing selection of 
handcrafted candles  by Karen Fischer  as well as Harry 
Miller’s  wood spirit carvings , and Sheila Arnott  
watercolours , Mon-Sat 9:00am-5:00pm, 250-428-9785. 
 

As you travel through Creston to the Creston Valley Mall, stop at Flower Affairs , where 
you can view Pat Bredt  acrylics , and enjoy the fragrant flowers and arrangements on 
display. Open Mon-Fri 9:00am-5:30pm & Sat. 10:00-4:00pm 250-428-4115. 
 
 



 
Two blocks past the mall, turn left at Murdoch St. to 715 where 
Margaux Allard’s  Krazy Kat Lady Studio & Gallery  open 
Mon-Sat 10:00am–5:00pm or by appointment to view acrylics, 
pencil sketches, jewelry, dream catchers , etc. 250-428-
0251. 
 
 

Back on NW Blvd, turn left on Vancouver Street until you reach 905 where Geri 
Buchanan  has Natural Lights Photo Gallery  displaying her photography and 
acrylics , 10:00am-5:30pm daily, 250-428-5562. 
 
The Town of Creston is known for its murals .  As you travel 
through Creston you will see the mural by Darlene 
MacDonald  (1988 restored 2003) painted on the side of the 
new Visitor Information Centre at 121 NW Blvd . depicting 
how logging was done in the past which still plays a very 
important role in the Creston economy.  
 

Continue along NW Blvd turn left on 10th Street where Stitchin’ 
Time, has a wonderful selection of quilting fabrics and 
supplies as well as wool, thread, pattern books , etc. and 
displays Eileen Gidman’s  fabric paintings  at 1158–10th Ave N, 
Creston, Mon–Fri: 9:30am–5:00pm, Sat: 10:00am-4:00pm, 250-
428-7347. 

 
The Creston Canada Post Office, 120-10 th Ave,  is just across the street where 
Shelagh Corcoran’s intricate mosaics  are on display, 250-428-4615. 
 
Next to the Post Office is the Royal Bank  where Geri Buchanan  is displaying her 
beautiful photographs  at 1008 Canyon St, Mon–Thurs 9:30am–4:00pm; Fri 9:30am–
5:00pm, 250-402-6816. 
 
You can park your vehicle along 10th Ave. or Canyon Street 
and continue to stroll along Canyon Street where the Park 
Studio Gallery  displays local artists work and has a 
variety of art and craft supplies, Fairy books, cards, 
figurines, gifts , as well as Thomas Kincaid,  Laurel Birch, 
Bradford creations at 1011 Canyon St. - Mon - Sat 10:00am 
– 4:00pm, Sun. 12:00 – 4pm, 250-428-9393. 
 
 
You can view Alison Masters acrylics  and watercolours  and Ute Bachinski  
watercolours, pastel  and fabric art  next door at Black Bear Books  as well as Harry 
Miller’s wood spirit carvings .  They also have an excellent selection of books for 
both children and adults, CD’s, gifts and specialty  coffees.  Open Mon–Thurs 



9:00am–5:00 pm; Fri 9:00am-8:00pm; Sat. 10:00am-5:00pm; Sun. 11:00am-4:00pm at 
1013 Canyon St, 250-428-2711. 
 
Across the street at the Creston Valley Advance , James & Nora McDowell  display 
their clay, wood and mixed media paintings, birdhouses an d pottery  at 1018 
Canyon St. from Mon - Fri 8:30am-5:00pm, 250-428-2266. 
 

At The Otherside Café  on 1021 Canyon Street the 3 
Sisters Show  of acrylics  by Paula Ebelher, Gina Ebelher 
& Lisa Tessman  are on display.  While you are there 
viewing the paintings, enjoy one of their unique menu items 
ranging from Cabbage Rolls  to Burritos, Curry  to 
Souvlaki .  The revolving menu changes daily.  Mon–Fri. 
11:00am–3:00pm, Friday night 5:00–9:00pm, 250-428-3001. 
 

 
Just a couple of doors down is Straight from Earth Food Store  that displays Carol 
Schloss’  beautiful pastels  and Laura Leeder watercolours and  still life  at 1025 
Canyon St. You can purchase organic in-season fruit & vegetables and grains , and 
have a taste of their homemade organic bread and buns  as well as their tasty 
homemade soups and sandwiches and specialty coffees . Open from Mon – Fri: 
8:30am–5:00pm; Sat: 10:30am–3:00pm, 250-428-5889.  You can also order your fresh 
organic produce  for the week and have it delivered. 

 
Next door is the Coffee Creek Café  with James 
McDowell’s  amazing acrylic paintings on display.  While 
you are there you can enjoy their fantastic homemade 
muffins, sandwiches, soups, specialty coffees and 
desserts.  A favourite coffee spot for the locals and visitors 
at 1127A Canyon St. open from Mon–Fri: 8:00am-4:00pm, 
250-428-9511. 

 
The larger than life murals  painted on the sides of 
buildings in Creston, celebrate our rich history, our 
extraordinary environment and the town’s commitment to 
art. Along 11th St. on the side of the Shopper’s Drug Mart 
building, is a mural  painted by Linda Dawn Jensen  of the 
Creston Valley Wildlife wetlands and inhabitants.  On the 
other side of the street is a mural painted by Stefan Bell in 

1987, showing everything about the Creston Valley, including 
swans, farmers, curling, wildlife, etc.  Further along Canyon 
St. you will see murals of archive photos of downtown Creston 
from 1908.  On the side of the Creston Hotel on 14th Ave is a 
mural of a Winery  painted by Nadine Riehl  in 2006, 
compliments of the Creston Kootenay Foundaton and the 
Youth Advisory Council.  



 
Across the street is our wonderful Painted Turtle Gallery, 
1132 Canyon St. with unique  artwork  from local and 
Kootenay artists for sale.  The gallery is open 10:00am – 
5:00pm daily, 250-428-5141.  

 
 
 
If you need to get your hair or nails done, stop by 12th Ave. Hair 
& Esthetics  to view Paula Ebelher  acrylics on display at 125–
12th Ave. N, Mon–Sat: 9:00am–5:00pm. 250-428-0076.  

 
Further along 12th Ave. is Kingfisher Used Books , 131–12th Ave. 
N with artwork by local artists  on display as well as excellent 
specialty free trade coffees, a wonderful selection of used books 
and big comfy chairs and couches to sit and read a book and sip 
your coffee or tea, Mon-Sat: 10:00am-5:00pm, 250-428-0553. 
 
 
Across the street is the Pridham Studio, 138–12th Ave. N. 
where Nancy & David Pridham  create their beautiful Creston 
Valley pottery and paintings.  The studio is open from 
10:00am – 5:00pm daily. 
    

Back on Canyon Street is the Buffalo Trails Coffee 
House,  with the most intriguing and delicious menu 
and the best presentation of dishes you will find in 
Creston.  Here Vivian McClure  displays her Barn 
Wood Art .  Have a specialty coffee or tea and one of 
Michelle’s scrumptious desserts at 1215 Canyon St., 
open Mon–Fri: 7:00am–5:00pm, Sat: 8:00am–5:00pm, 
Sun: 8:00am–4:00pm, 250-428-5730.  Get there 

before 9:00am or you might not find a seat. 
 

On the sides of businesses between 14th & 15th 
Ave. where stands a Tribute to Kevin Hunt  are 
two more murals one of Kootenay Lake  & our 
well known Osprey  painted by artists Molly 
Kozak & Connie Murtack  compliments of the 
Creston Kootenay Foundations and the Youth 

Advisory Council painted in 2006. The other is a tribute to our “Valley of 
the Swans”  painted by Kevin & Keith Hunt . 
 
 
 



 
In the next block is Break in Time Caffe’ , you can view Pat 
Yarema original oil paintings  where you can also have 
breakfast, lunch or dinner with a wide choice from their unique 
menu, or a specialty tea, coffee or smoothie at 1417 Canyon 
St. open from Mon–Sat: 6:00am–8:00pm, Fri. to 9:00pm, 250-
428-5619. This is another favourite morning coffee location. 
 
 

Continue along Canyon St., turn right at 16th Ave. to the Creston Public Library , 531-
16th Ave. S, where work by Art Walk participants  will be shown through August .  
Open Tues, Thurs, Sat 10:00am–5:00pm; Wed & Fri 10:00am–8:00pm, 250-428-4141. 
 
To get to McDowells’ Hilltop Gallery , travel to the end of 16th Ave. S, turn right on 
Erickson St. all the way down to Hwy 21, cross the Goat River and turn left on 40th St.  It 
zigzags into 37th St, look for 1683–37th St. and you have found their Gallery . Open 
Wed–Sat: Noon–5:00pm; Sun–Tues by appointment or chance.  You will see James 
McDowell’s amazing acrylic paintings  and garden sculptures  and Nora’s  rustic 
birdhouses and mixed media , 250-428-9391. 
 

You can go back the way you came to get back onto Canyon St 
(Hwy 3) head east through Creston until your reach The Artists’ 
Loft , 2724 Hwy 3 east, Erickson where you can view Jen Hart ’s 
mixed media , 250-431-8431. 
 
Further along Hwy 3, is Andy & Elaine Alfoldy’s Gallery where you 
can watch Eileen at work creating her beautiful floral watercolors  
and paper batik as well as unique wild horse prints  at 3917 Hwy 
3, Erickson, 10:30–5:30pm daily, 250-428-0688. 
 

 
Continue along Hwy 3 to the junction of 95 & 93 to Penny ap Anderson Studio  1 km 
south of junction at 8266 Hwy 95, Yahk, to view her original oil paintings  on display.  
You won’t be disappointed!  Wed & Thurs 11:00am–4:00pm. 
 
If you would like a map of the whole Creston Valley & Eastshore Art Walk/Drive  stop 
by the Visitor Information Centre, 121 NW Blvd. Creston  either in Creston, Nelson or 
Cranbrook or there will be some brochures on the Kootenay Ferry.
